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From I920 tO 1937 a team of some descriptien
represented Plympton.Throughout that period
many fine games were played om Soule's Field.
During the later part of thls baseball period
the town team was a member of an eight team
league known as the Mayflower League.

Over this final period of lecal baseball the
personnel eof the. team changed frequently,even fr
froem game to game.Twilight games became a feat- .
ure of this peried,and Sunday games gZgames
were quite regularly played after Sunday base-
ball became legal in I920.,During these years
the following players were found more or less
regularly in the Plympton lineup from time teo
time ,.They were:Milford Dennett,James W.Dennett,
John Dennett,Joseph Fillion,George Herbert,VMel-
vin Stevens,Eugene April,Chester Rogers,Mauual
Benevides,Ralph McIlvania,and Harry Gummow.

The Plympton team did not reorganize in I938,
or I1939,.,As these lines are writtem no new Ply-
mpton team is in sight.Ome is likely to ap-

pear for small towns still like their baseball.
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
