were set up in one of the eastern flelds near

'the street.Bradford Waterman of Halifax was the

tender and owner of these last ceelpits and
charcoal,A few yegrs previous Mr.Waterman had
burned charcoal in g field west of Palmer Road
jusﬁ opposite the Clarence Wright farm.So in
I9I0 thereabouts came the end of another rather

extensive Plympton business enterprise.
