The Bryants came soon after the Wrights.John
 

Bryant came in from Scituate ' around the be gin­

ning of the 18th century.His home was made on 

the eastern side of Oak Street about half way 

between Lake and Forrest Streets.ln later life 

he served as a Lieutenant in the Plympton militia 

A second John Bryant came from Plymouth and 

settled on the farm later known as the Zenas 

Bryant place.lt is the first' farm on the right 

after turning north at Harrub's Corner. 

/~,- Stephen Br yan t was granted land in Plympton. ,

several years before Plympton was settled.He 

built the main part of Wi~ow Wright house,

which is the oldest house in Plympton today. 

Stephen must have been one or the very early 

Plympton settlers,for in I703 he sold his farm 

to Caleb Loring.Mr.Loring built the western 

part of the house and the el~.Bryants still 

carry the family name on the town lists today. 

The Rev.Isaac Cushman began to preach in Ply­

mpton the year of its incorporation,I695,as the 

-We s t er n Precinct of Plymouth.His house was built 
6 

4~ 1/3 rods north of the old burial grounds, 

and I4 rods in from the present street.Aknoll 

in the field offered a fine building site more 

than attractive to the first parson;Thomas, 

Deacon Elkanah,and Eleazer Cushman followed the 

beloved parson into Plympton.Thamas built his 

house near that of his minister brother,across 

the street and a short distance to the north. 

His house was a bit to the rear of the new re­

sidence of Henry Shaw.James S.Bonney lived in 

same place years later.Descon Elkanah built his 

home where Frank H.True now lives.It is the 

first farm on the left after turning onto Brook 

Street from the older eastern end of Mayflower. 

George Ellis Wri ght lived there a good part of 

his life .No ment ion in local history is made
