The Bonney dwelling house had burned some tim. 

previous.His barn was a large rectangular build­

ing which stood back about three hundred feet 

from the street.The building was moved onto the 

site now occupied by the new residence of .Henry 

Shaw.The lower part was remodeled into a dwel­

ling house for Mr.Shaw.The upper part became the 

permanent home of the paper box business until 

production ceased in 19170r 1918. 

Over the period of the thirty years which the 

company was in existence various kinds of paper 

boxes were manufactured.Hat,shoe,and tack boxes 

were made, the latter in large quantities.Candy, 

dog collar, and razor boxes were included in the 

list of products.Tack boxes were made in quan­

tities for the Pl~outh Mills,Dunbar,Hobadb and 

Whidden of Whitman,C.Drew &Co.,and Cobb & Drew 

of Klngston,the Taunton R!vAt Co.of Taunton,and

the Atlas Tack Co.of Fairhaven.

were employed in the shop.At the same time others 

did work at home during spare time.Practically 

all who were employed lived in Plympton. 

Following the death of the older Willi~
 

Perkins business dropped off and production
 

. ceased entirely in 1918.The old building was 

taken apart around 1930 and a part of the lum­

ber was used in the construction of the present 

new dwelling house of Henry Shaw.The new house 

is a~ost directly on the site of the once flour­

ishing paper box industry.
