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and so the like of any realestate that belong-
eth to any of them that lieth in the old town

of Plymouth,to be rated to themfthey or their
tenants improving as aforesaid,”

With the slight misunderstandings between
the petitioners and the mother town taken
care of,and consent having been officdally
voted and recorded,the General Court was free
to act.Favorable action was anticipated and
on June 4,I707 such was forth coming .The leg-
islature on that date passed the following
order;

"that in answer to the petition of the in-
habitants of a tract of land in the southwest-
erly part of the township of Plymouth,praying
to have the grant and privilege of a town,
having obtained a vote of the town of Plymouth-_-
for the same with an addition of sundry fam-
1lies,ordered that a township be granted to
the petitioners to be called Plympton,accord-
ing to the plat exhibited,"

The court order went on to outline the bound-
aries of the new township.lhe new town sprawl-
ed roughly from the Jones Réver Pond south to
Wareham,west ot Middleboro and Bridgewater,
and northwest to Hanson and Pembroke.All to-
gether the new town was a large one as far as
territory is concerned.Originally it compris-

ed thirty-six thousand,five hundred and six

acres of land.
