On June IO,the charter of the new town of 

Carver was signed by Governor John Hancock.

 Internal Carver  now became a Car­

.ver responsibility,and well might the  

folks of Plympton heave a sigh of relief.The 

last sign of the Plympton - Carver dissenluon 

flared up just previous to I890.At that time 

the Middleboro and Plymouth branch of the Old 

Colony HailnRoad was seeking a franchise for , 

for the construction of a line connecting the 



above mentioned towns through the north part 

of Carver and possibly Plympton. The Snappit 

section of Plympton had a pass.ibility ·of bcling 

blessed with railroad transportation. 

A mass meeting was called to assemble in King . 

Philip's Hall at North Carver.Several of Ply­

mpton's leading citizens of the period were 

gathered there together with others from the 

Carvers and immediate towns.During the debate 

of the evening a trace of the age old feud 

flared up.During the discussion one Plympton 

official arose and bluntly remarked that "Ply­

, ~ mpton did not need the assistance of Carver 

in running its affairs".What ever chances Ply­

mpton had of being graced by railroad communic­

ation ended right there.The company was grant­

ed a franchise but it got no nearer to Plympton 

than North Carver. 

After this final outburst of ill feeling over 

fifty years ago the long standing animosity 

which existed between the two towns came to an -~ 

end~The older families t. which the feud be­

came traditional have long since passed along.
